“There is a Fierce Lion in the Street” (When Doubt is Planted in Unbelief) 
Proverbs 26:13

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    God has used lions quite often in the Bible!  They are one of  the most ferocious beast known to man!  
Lions are VERY dangerous and NOT an animal to play with!  They are NOT domestic animals like your 
dog RUFUS or Sig!  People should NOT have Lions as PETS like they would a Dog or a Cat!  But we 
find LIONS in the Bible in several descriptive ways!  There was a lion who met a Young Prophet and 
killed him because he disobeyed the word of  God in 1 Kings 13!  There was a young Lion who came 
roaring against Samson and the Bible tells us that the Spirit of  the Lord was upon Samson and he TORE 
the Lion apart as one would have tore apart a young goat in Judges 14:5-6!The Bible tells us of  the devil 
who walks about like a ROARING Lion, seeking whom he may devour!  (1 Peter 5:8)!  But here is the key, 
we can RESIST him….How?  Verse 9 tells us, “Steadfast in the Faith!”  In our text, Solomon tells us that; 
I.  THE LAZY MAN SAYS, “THERE IS A LION IN THE ROAD!” 

A.   In many ways, the “Lazy Man” makes excuses because of  the Lion! 
• The lazy man is sluggish, he is inactive! 
• His FEAR is there is a LION in the Road! 
• You know a person can have the best physique because he trains his body throughly, (And 

Paul told Timothy in 1 Timothy 4:8, “For bodily exercise profits a little, BUT Godliness is 
profitable for ALL things…) BUT; his mind is LAZY!  His DOUBT controls him! 

• The LAZY man says there is a lion in the street (Proverbs 22:13) because he’s LAZY and 
have no heart to remove the imaginary difficulties and dangers from his mind! 

B. There can be Lions in the Street 
• There can be DIFFICULT task that can be a challenge to overcome, however, there is a 

scripture that should remove ANY doubt from our minds!  Philippians 4:13, “I can do 
ALL things through Christ who Strengthens me.”  Nonetheless,  

II.    WHAT ARE SOME LIONS IN THE STREET? 
A.   When we have “some” that will say, “We can’t do it!” 

• The TASK at hand is TOO Big for us to do, and therefore, we can’t accomplish it! 
• In the Old Testament….(see Numbers 13:30-33), the TEN Spies saw this Lion and doubt 

quickly controlled any faith they MAY have had! 
• God had ALREADY given them the Victory (Numbers 13:1-2), the only thing they had to 

do is BELIEVE! 
• The LION with the 10 spies was in the form of  the Giants! 

B.  Sometimes the church sees this Lion! 
• Do “some” of  us REALLY Believe that we can’t grow out of  this building? 
• Are “some” of  us IN DOUBT because we don’t LOOK like other congregations? 
• Some of  us “Doubt” and have in our minds that we can’t do it! 
• GOD has ALREADY given us the Victory, but how?  By way of  the Gospel!   
• The ONLY thing we have to do is EXECUTE what is written!  Do EXACTLY what God 

has shown us by way of  His word, have FAITH in His process because there are MANY 
souls in the Georgia searching for the truth, and the Lord will add the increase (1 
Corinthians 3:6)! 

• So, there MAYBE a Lion in the Road, there maybe challenges ahead, BUT with GOD 
guiding us, we can accomplish anything! 
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C.  David wasn’t worries about a Lion in the Road!  (see 1 Samuel 17:31-37)! 
• We all know the story, there was a GREAT Philistine (Goliath) that defied the army of  God and 

STRUCK fear in those SPINELESS Israelite Men! 
• But sometimes, ONE man can encourage brethren to GET UP and do what God commissions! 
• We should have Faith like David! 
• David carried NO Doubt because; (1). He had a certain skill, he trained himself  NOT to fear 

ANYTHING, whether it’s a Lion OR a Bear!  And; (2) He KNEW who it was that truly 
Delivered him….it was God! (verse 37)! 

• Besides, Jesus tells us to fear NO MAN!  (Luke 12:4-5)! 
III.  THE LION CAN BE DEFEATED AND RESISTED 

A.  We can’t be afraid of  the Lion when were doing the right thing! 
• Daniel was faithful with his secular job and more importantly, he was faithful in his 

commitment to serve God!  (see Daniel 6:1-9). 
• Now the Lion in the story of  Daniel serves Two Fold!  (1) The Lion is the King and his 

decree!  And; (2) The Lion is the actual Lion’s in the den! 
B. There were some interesting things about Daniel! 

• The Bible tells us that Daniel “DISTINGUISHED” himself  above the other Governors and 
Satraps BECAUSE an excellent “SPIRIT” was in him! 

• When “some of  us” at our place of  employment, at school, in public or wherever we maybe, 
we are to be DISTINGUISHED from others!  We are to be Noble and Dignified in 
Appearance!  (1 Peter 2:9)! 

• Today, when the Spirit of  God is in us, it simply means that the word of  God is in us!  
(Ephesians 6:17)! 

• So, the decree is signed, the Lion has spoke, the threat is imminent! 
C. When the Lion has spoken, what will you do? 

• When you KNOW that your job is threatened!  When you KNOW that your status is in 
jeopardy because of  the Word that you believe in! Remember the Parable in Matthew 13:20! 

• What will you do?  What did Daniel do?  (see Daniel 6:10)! 
• Daniel didn’t BREAK custom because a NEW decree was signed! 
• How many of  us know of  brother and sisters who BREAK custom because of  a job or a new 

schedule?! 
• How many of  us know of  brethren that will BREAK custom because of  vacation, sporting 

events, or any other thing that their hearts desire! 
• NOTHING comes before our service and worship to God….NOTHING! 

D.   How does the Lion speak today? 
• We are to worship and serve the living God EVERY first day of  the week!  BUT the Lion, 

(some employers) will say, "You need to be at work,” forget the custom that some of  you have 
been raised with! 

• Forget what God has said about NOT forsaking the assembly (Hebrews 10:25)! 
• One willfully missed Sunday is just as important as the other 51! 
• Daniel as his CUSTOM continued to serve God!  He was NOT concerned with the Lion in 

the Street!  He was NOT afraid of  what the Lion would have done to him!  Even “IF” he had 
lost his JOB and LIFE, he would have done it holding fast his integrity in the Lord! 

• Be encouraged to stand FIRM on the word of  God and NOT allow the Lion in the Street to 
be a distraction and hinder your faith!  Until the last Amen…….
